Capture Financial details

Financial details will be captured at Unit level of registration.

Financial details must be available in NGESO systems to facilitate settlements of services provided on

A Registered Service Provider must have their respective details registered in parallel with their pre-

qualification process to get paid on time.

APIs - Batch uploads for unknown data to NGESO

An API is a set of programming code that enables data transmission between one software product and

another.  It also contains the terms of this data exchange.

There will be 3 new APIs which are:

1. New Unit Registration - this will enable a Registered Service Provider a quick and automated method of

uploading new units unknown to NGESO

2. New Asset Registration - this will enable a Registered Service Provider a quick and automated method of

uploading thousands of new assets unknown to NGESO

3. New Align Asset to Unit - this will enable a Registered Service Provider a quick and automated method of

aligning thousands of new assets to a Unit which are unknown to NGESO

Documentation will be provided on how to use this API that can be shared with your IT Technical Teams

on how to configure your systems to communicate with this Batch upload API
